Aftermath of WaterlooBy D ArdreyThisis a splendid book
that will never get the recognition it deserves. The author, Colin Brown, explores backward and forward into the lives
of those of who fought in the British armies at Waterloo. There were 39000 in all who were recognized as "Waterloo
men" and subsequently given medals to commemorate their participation in one of those turning points of history
never to be forgotten. However, for the ordinary soldiers life would soon enough be hard and brutal in an England
where the Industrial Revolution was destroying lives as well as the environment. These are the lives Colin Brown
tracks down in an act of sympathy and research that includes tracking down forgotten grave sties and records never
consulted before. It'swhat | admired most, his casual tenacity in search out the unremembered, because most of the
officers, being lords and aristocrats, are easy to follow in their lives after Waterloo. Especially Wellington who
becomes the bastion of reaction not unlike Metternich in Vienna, so that all their efforts are to keep the status quo in
place and never change the map.

Debunking popular myths, thisis a cold, hard look at the infamous battle itself and its aftermath—just in time for the
200th anniversary of the battle This book follows the men Wellington called just that from victory at Waterloo to a
Regency Britain at war with itself, and explodes some of the myths on the way; such as that the defeat of Napoleon
ended the threat of revolution spreading from France. Did the victorious soldiers return to aland fit for heroes? They
did not. There was the first of the Corn Laws in the same year as the battle, there was famine, and chronic
unemployment. In 1819, the Peterloo massacre saw 15 killed and at least 500 injured when cavalry sabred a crowd
demanding parliamentary reform. Peace in Europe perhaps for 50 years—but at home, repression and revolution in the
air. And at the same time, the sheer exuberance of the Regency period, with new buildings, new art, even 17 new
colonies more or less accidentally acquired. By 1848 the whole of Europe was once more set for complete upheaval.
